The wood of this shrub was used to make charcoal, which was once in demand as an ingredient in gunpowder and fuses, 
thanks to its slow burning properties. A substance used as a laxative and to regulate the intestine was made from its dried 
bark. Like the Buckthorn, dyes could also be extracted from this wood.
